The aim is to nurfure
digital literacy and provide you with up-to-date skills, knowledge and understanding of the rapidly
developing digital world around you.

The qualification that is currently being studied will equip learners with a range of creative media skills and
provide opportunities to develop, in context, desirable, fransferable skills such as research, planning, and
review, working with others and communicating creative concepfts effectively. Through the use of these
skills, learners will ultimately be creating fit-for-purpose creative media products.

ICT will:

e Encourage independence, creativity and awareness of the digital media sector.

e Enable you to keep up-to-date with IT and digital developments, at home and in the shops
e Explain how IT can help improve your career options

e Provide you with IT skills that you can use to solve practical problems

Learning styles used:

e Practical work, e.g. webpage development, multimedia design and creation
e Use of ICT to give presentations to an audience
e Written work (theory) to provide evidence for assessment

How is it assessed?

Currently the ICT qualification consists of 3 assessed coursework units and 1 written exam. The coursework
units involve students researching, designing, creating and evaluating media products. These units include
looking at digital products such as websites, digital graphics e.g. magazine advert and animation. The
written exam is based on their knowledge and understanding of pre-production skills used in the creative
and digital media sector such as understanding the client brief, time frames, deadlines and preparation
technigues that form part of the planning and creation process.
